On September 4, 2018, Toronto Municipal Code Chapter 519,
“Infill Construction, Public Notice”, takes effect. This new by-
law is a key component of the City’s Residential Infill Strategy.
The By-law requires that all residential infill construction and
demolition sites post a public notice containing key information
about the project. The purpose of this update is to provide you
with some background to the new by-law, on what it is and how
it will work.

What is the Residential
Infill Notice?

The Residential Infill Strategy is a comprehensive city-wide
initiative established to proactively address issues associated
with construction and demolition of residential buildings in
Toronto’s neighbourhoods. More information on the strategy

As part of the strategy, the public notice is intended to improve
communication with the public and act as a “gateway” to real
time information on the project, available on the City’s website.
The notice is also intended to provide clarity about the City’s by-
laws and support good construction practices.

* To ensure that the notice is easily read, it must be placed
at the front of the site, facing the street. It can be free-
standing, or fixed to the construction fence not less than
0.61m from the ground.

e For demolitions, one notice is required for each lot line of a
property facing a street.

*  Within 24 hours of installing the notice, a picture must be sent
to the appropriate Toronto Building District Inspection offices:

* The notice is required to be maintained while work is taking
place.
